CHARGING POLICY

Education provided wholly or mainly during school hours will be free with the exception of individ- ual music tuition, if provided.

Voluntary Contributions

When, for example, a visit to theatre, .visit to museum, transport to the Mourne Mountains etc has been arranged, a voluntary contribution, based on the full per capita cost, will be requested.

This applies to other activities such as the cost of admission to swimming, visits to the Leisure Cen- tre and the transport costs.

Residential Visits

It is permissible to charge for board and lodging when such trips take place. Educational visits, where the school acts as an agent, often involve other. costs and these will be detailed separately. There may be occasions when the parents will be charged directly for a residential visit by a third party (eg Travel Agent).

Optional Extras

A charge will be levied for optional extras.

Remissions

Where the educational activities during an organised residential visit must be free of charge, then the Board of Governors will remit any associated Board and Lodging charging in respect of children of parents who are in receipt of income support or family credit. .

TRANSPORT POLICY
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School Bus

Those children who live more than two miles from their nearest primary school are entitled to free transport provided by the South Eastern Education & Library Board.

? Other children who live on the bus route may be able to receive a concessionary ticket (subject to availability). Application for school transport should be made ini- tially through the school.

Parents are responsible for ensuring that their children are well behaved both on the bus and while waiting for embarkation. It is also the responsibility of parents to ensure the safety of children while walking on the roads to and from the 'bus stops'. Pal1icular care should be taken after disembarking.

While on the bus children must sit on their seats. Standing is not permitted anywhere unless embark- ing or disembarking. A procedure for good behaviour has been developed and this will be issued to the appropriate parents.
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
