3. Complete pages 1-5 in the ‘ Place Value Revision Booklet – Blue Group’. If you work from the green textbook in school (NHM4), please complete the document entitled, ‘Place Value Revision Booklet – Green Group’, instead. I have attached a copy of the answers for parents. 
Literacy
1. You can continue to complete one set of Daily English per day (Day 63 or Day 13);
2. Complete the ‘New Year’ comprehension; each reading group has a slightly different version so read the titles carefully. Read the text and answer the questions in full sentences. 
3. Read a book of your choice for 20 minutes.

· Follow the ‘New Year's Resolutions’ ppt; 
· Complete the ‘New Year’s Resolutions Star’ by writing down a few resolutions of your own. You will find an example of one on Slide 12 of the PowerPoint. Decorate the star if you can. Keep it safe and bring it into school next week, as I would love to display them in our classroom.
