I loved seeing your posts / photographs / recordings this week. Please keep these coming! Below, I have outlined some work for you to complete this week. Please follow this guidance carefully. 

*Remember - St. Patrick’s Day is on Wednesday and we get a day off. There is no expectation for work to be completed or posted on Seesaw on this day. The work outlined in this document is designed to keep you busy for three days (Mon, Tues & Thurs). You may wish to continue with your Mental Maths / Daily English booklets, however you can complete an extra set on Tuesday / Thursday if you prefer. 

Numeracy  
1. Complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday-Thursday);
2. Maths Facts -Knowing your number bonds to 100 is extremely important for this week’s numeracy focus.  Play 10 minutes each day of Hit the Button / The Daily 10  (Level 2 addition- bonds to 100; Level 3 addition -  bonds to 1000, 3 digit numbers + ones / tens). 
3. Addition - This week’s numeracy focus is mental addition.  It should be mainly revision and you will find some useful fact sheets in your Maths to Learn Books from earlier in the year. Read these to refresh your memory on the main mental addition strategies. There is a 1000 square in your pack to help you, if you wish. 
· Follow the ‘Mental Addition Strategies’ PowerPoint.  I have added a voice over to this PowerPoint, to make it a little easier for you to follow. Please find a quiet space to watch this presentation. If you have headphones, it would be great if you could use these! Then, complete the addition sheets in your pack. You can record your answers in your Maths Classwork Book. 
· Complete NHM4, p. 18-19;
· Complete NHM4, p. 20-22 (Answers scanned). 

Literacy 
1. Daily English- Complete 4 days of Daily English (Mon-Thurs).
2. Literacy:  
· Video Comprehension (Link to TWAU): Please watch the video clip on our class page called, ‘The Egyptian Pyramids’ . Then, answer the questions on the ‘Video Comprehension’ worksheet in your Pack. You can complete this work on the sheet.
· St. Patrick’s Day activities:  Wednesday is St. Patrick’s Day. To find out about why we celebrate St. Patrick’s Day, follow the PowerPoint on our class page and read the fact sheet in your pack. Then, use this information to complete the fact file sheet in your pack. Then, complete the ‘If I found a pot of Gold’ worksheet, by writing and drawing what you would do / buy, if you found a pot of gold. 
· Writing: Re-watch the Egyptian Pyramids video. Then, write a diary entry to describe what happened. You can choose whether to write from the viewpoint of the camel or the archaeologist. There is a WILF checklist in your pack; use this to ensure you have included all of the key features of a diary entry. 
3. Spellings: Tigers - please learn the next row of spellings on your list. 
Lions – Please learn the next 30 spellings on your list ( 10 each night. No need for a Friday test).  
Hippos– Please learn the next 24 spellings on your list (8 each night. No need for a Friday test). 

TWAU : 
· Follow the PowerPoint called ‘Papyrus’ and complete the next page in your booklet, by sequencing the stages involved in making papyrus.  
· Read the next 2 pages in your booklet on Egyptian Writing. Then, follow the PowerPoint on Hieroglyphics.
