Numeracy 

1. Continue to complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday – Thursday).  
2. Length: This week’s new topic is Length. You did some work on calculating area and perimeter with Mr Reid at the start of the year, so some of this may be revision. Some new learning will also be introduced.

· Print the ‘Measurement Conversion Poster’ and stick it into your Maths Facts to Learn book;
· Complete NHM4 textbook, pages 91-93 (Answers scanned) 
· In your SPMG2 Progress Test Booklet, complete test 4. 
3. Subtraction: Have a go at subtracting some larger numbers using vertical subtraction.
· Complete NHM4 textbook pages 76-79 in your Maths Classwork Book. (Answers scanned for parents) 
4. Times Tables: Keep practising your times tables in your busy book. If you have completed this, keep playing ‘Hit the Button’ and ‘The Daily 10’. 
Literacy
1. Complete one set of Mental English per day (Days 35-39)
2. Book Review: In their emails to me, many of your parents have mentioned the books that you are reading (some of you have been reading a lot, which is great!). I am keen to hear about the books you are enjoying and those that you are not. This week’s comprehension activity is based on book reviews; I have uploaded the activity pages to the website. 3. Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar:
