Below, I have outlined some work for you to complete this week. Please follow this guidance carefully and send me photographs of your work. 

Numeracy  
1. Complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday-Thursday);
2. Area - This week’s numeracy focus is area.  Please find the fact sheets in your pack and stick them into your Maths Facts to Learn book.  
· Follow the ‘Area’ PowerPoint.  I have added a voice over to this PowerPoint, to make it a little easier for you to follow. Please find a quiet space to watch this presentation. If you have headphones, it would be great if you could use these! Then, complete the first 7 pages in your Area booklet, up to and including the sheet with some tricky shapes. 
· Complete the next 8 pages in your booklet (up to and not including the ‘area and perimeter’ sheet. 
· Complete the remaining 3 pages in your booklet. It may be helpful for you to review the final slides on the PowerPoint presentation before completing these pages.  
· Complete NHM 4, p. 99 + 100. Then, complete the ‘Lego Area Challenge’ task on Seesaw. 

This new topic can be tricky and I have set quite a lot of work to give you  plenty of practise. In light of this. Mr Reid will set slightly less work on Friday to give you time to complete this week’s work.   

Literacy 
1. Daily English- Complete 4 days of Daily English (Mon-Thurs).
2. Literacy:  
· Poetry (1): This week you will read and analyse two different poems. Please read the poem by Karla Kuskin on the ‘Unit 11 Poetry’ worksheet in your pack and complete the activities. Record your answers in your English Classwork Book. 
· Poetry (2): Next week, Spring officially starts (yay!). Please read the poem titled, ‘Spring’ in your pack and answer the questions in section A and B. Section B requires you to compare this poem to the one in Unit 11, so make sure you have both poems at hand.  
Section B- For these questions, consider the poet, the structure, rhyme scheme and themes of both poems.
3. Writing: Complete section C, ‘Writing Challenge’, by writing your own rhyming poem about Spring You can complete this by hand or on the computer. 
4. Guided Reading: This week’s guided reading task will be assigned through Seesaw. I have not heard you read since before Christmas so, if possible, I would like you to record yourself reading a passage from your book and send an audio clip through Seesaw. The passage does not have to be long and you should have read it before. Then, complete the ‘Guided Reading Activity’ response sheet. You can complete this by hand or through Seesaw.  
5. Spellings: Tigers - please learn the next row of spellings on your list. 
Lions – Please learn the next 30 spellings on your list (10 each night, Mon-Wed). 
Hippos– Please learn the next 24 spellings on your list (8 each night, Mon-Wed).
