Numeracy

4. Revision: In your SPMG3 Progress Test booklet, complete Number Tests 10 and 11. (If you have SPMG2, complete number test 3) 
5. Times Tables: Keep practising your times tables in your busy book. 


Literacy
1. Complete one set of Mental English per day;
2. Comprehension Activities: Complete Unit 9 ‘The Library’ (p. 36-39) in your comprehension activity booklet. Record your answers to each section in your English Classwork Book.
