Numeracy 

1. Continue to complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday – Thursday).

· NHM5 textbook, p. 61 (I will scan answers for parents to mark);
· NHM5 Assessment Book, Check up 18. 
(If you have NHM4, please complete p. 69 on Equivalent Fractions). 
4. Revision: In SPMG3 Progress Test booklet, complete Number Test 3 and Measure Test 4; test 4 will revise time from last week. 
5. Times Tables: Keep practising your times tables in your busy book. 
Literacy
1. Complete one set of Mental English per day (Days 11-15)
2. Comprehension Activities: Complete Unit 6 ‘Things that Go Bump in the Night’ (p. 24-27) in your comprehension activity booklet. Record your answers to each section in your English Classwork Book.
· You are also asked to write your very own ghost story- if you are able to do this, please write your final draft in your purple Writing Book and ask your parents to send me a photograph of your work, as I would love to read some of these! I wonder whose will scare me the most?
