Plurals Information Sheet
- Singular means one. 					- Plural means more than one.

Plurals are formed in various ways. Here are some important rules to remember.


1. Nouns ending in ‘o’, form their plurals in two ways; some by adding ‘s’ and some by adding ‘es’: 

Adding ‘es’
Adding ‘s’
potatoes
pianos
volcanoes
solos
heroes
banjos


2. Several nouns have no singular form: 

EG:  	braces		 pants		tongs

3. Certain nouns have the SAME singular and plural form: 

EG:  	sheep		salmon		deer


4. The plural of some nouns is formed by changing a vowel or by adding ‘en’:

EG:  		foot = feet	 		goose = geese		
man = men		child = children


5. The plural of some compound words are formed by adding ‘s’ to the first word:

EG:  	son-in-law = sons-in-law 		passer-by = passers-by

Learn these ten rules to become a plurals expert!

EG: 	girls			tables 			windows 

7. Nouns ending in ‘s’, ‘sh’, ‘ch’ or ‘x’ are made plural by adding ‘es’:

EG: 	brushes		foxes 			churches  


8. Nouns ending in ‘y’, before which there is NO vowel, form their plurals by changing the ‘y’ to ‘i’, before adding ‘es’:

EG: berry = berries 		city = cities 	factory = factories 

9. Nouns ending with ‘y’, before which there is a vowel, form their plurals by adding ‘s’ only:

EG:  	monkeys 		 days 		boys 


10. Some nouns which end with ‘f’, form their plurals by changing the ‘f’ to a ‘v’ and adding ‘es’:

EG:  	leaf = leaves		 thief = thieves		wolf=wolves 

NB: A few nouns ending in ‘f’ do not follow this rule and instead, you just add ‘s’:

EG:  	chiefs 		 hoofs 		handkerchiefs 
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
