Numeracy

1. Complete one set of Mental English per day;

The activities in this Unit revise ‘synonyms’ and require you to write a set of instructions. I have uploaded two PowerPoint’s to refresh your memory on each of these topics. Follow these before recording your answers to each section in your English Classwork Book. 
3. Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar: Find your S.P.G booklet and complete page 11, entitled ‘Words with Similar Meanings’ – this provides more practice of synonyms. Then, complete Unit 2 (p. 6+ 7), on common and proper nouns.
