I am going to outline a few activities that you may try to do complete this week. There is no pressure to complete all of the work as I understand that everyone’s circumstances are different but try to do what you can! 

Numeracy 

1. Continue to complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday – Thursday).  
2. Decimals: we were working on decimals before school finished and it would be great if you could practise this a bit more before Easter. If you can:
· Watch the video I have linked below, to refresh your memory on the Place Value of decimal numbers:

· Complete New Heinemann Maths 5 (NHM5) textbook pages 62 and 63 (If you have NHM4 textbook, complete pages 70 and 71);
· Look at the ‘Adding and Subtracting Decimals’ PowerPoint that I have uploaded for you; it will explain how to mentally add and subtract decimal numbers and then how to use vertical written methods of addition and subtraction. 
· Once you have looked at the PowerPoint, complete NHM5 textbook pages 64-68 (If you have NHM4 textbook, complete pages 72 and 73). 
3. Time: 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Revise 12-hour time and turn to Primary 6 Maths Booklet – complete page 1 titled ‘Assignment 26 – Time 3 and the next 4 pages, all on 12 hour time.  Complete in the booklet except for the last one Sports Day as you will not have enough space so use your Maths Classwork book! (Please ask parents to check your work.)
· Access www.primaryresources.co.uk Go to Maths, then Measures, Shape and Space and then click on Time.  Do the Time Quiz (PowerPoint by Judith Fudger) as these are facts that you should know!  The Time Facts PowerPoint by Alison Davies gives you the answers – the facts you need to know.
Literacy
1. Complete one set of Mental English per day;
2. Comprehension Activities: Complete Unit 2 ‘Feelings’ (p. 8-11) in your comprehension activity booklet. You can record your answers to each section in your English Classwork Book. 
3. Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar: Find your S.P.G booklet and complete unit 1 (p. 4 + 5), on nouns, verbs and adjectives; I have uploaded a PowerPoint to refresh your memory on what these are. The link below will take you to a video that may also be helpful:
