Homework
Dear Parent, 

Homework will normally be given on 4 evenings per week – Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. Spellings, Reading, Learning Facts and Maths or English will normally form the set homework given to your child this year. However, children may occasionally be required to complete a homework on The World Around Us as a follow-up to topic work being taught in class. 

Written homework should take between 20-30 minutes and then learning of spellings, facts, mental maths and reading time is required. Children will be expected to write the meanings of unfamiliar spellings learnt, to ensure understanding of new words. 

For your child to gain the maximum benefit from doing written work please remember: 

1. Work must be completed to an acceptable standard of neatness;
2. Homework should be completed by the child on his / her own. Parents should ensure that the work is done to an acceptable standard and may inform pupils of careless mistakes. However, help should not be given if the child does not understand the homework. Any effort should be shown and a note made to the effect that your child was unable to do the homework as he/she did not understand it;
3. Time spent by you, encouraging effort, is a real investment;
4. Please sign the completed work – it lets us know that you have seen the work and given it your approval. We would also appreciate it if you would note down any particular difficulties your child had in completing the work – we need to be able to see how each child is progressing and if he/she fully understands the work carried out in school. 

We have asked the children to note down the time taken to complete the task. This should be recorded in the same way at the bottom of the page each day- e.g:

Children have also been asked to ‘colour code’ their homework, as to the level of difficulty experienced: 
	Green – understood;
	Orange – need more practice;
	Red – found it difficult.
