Numeracy  
1. Complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday-Thursday);

· Follow the PowerPoint entitled, ‘Kilometres’. Then, complete the ‘Kilometres’ worksheet in your pack. Record your answers in your Maths Classwork Book. 




Literacy 
1. Daily English- By now, you should have completed your Daily English workbook. Please look back through the booklet and complete any days that you may have missed. A new booklet will be included in next week’s pack. 
2. Literacy: I will outline a potential series of lessons for this week. 
· Comprehension: From reading your book reviews, I can see that many of you have enjoyed reading some non-fiction books during lockdown. This week’s comprehension extract is taken from a fact book and will tie in with our ‘Length’ topic. Please read, ‘Feathered Record Breakers’ and answer the questions in your English Classwork Book.
