Numeracy  
1. Complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday-Thursday);
2. Decimals; I was very impressed with how well you coped with ‘Decimals’ last week. This week, we will progress to adding and subtracting decimal numbers in columns.  
· Follow the ‘Adding and Subtracting Decimals’ PowerPoint on our school’s website. Then, complete NHM5 textbook p. 67 + 68 (answers scanned for parents). Green group – complete the booklet in your pack instead; 
· Follow the ‘Multiplying Decimals’ PowerPoint. Complete NHM5 textbook page 69 (answers scanned for parents). *Green group – ignore this! 
· Complete the two decimal revision sheets in your pack, titled ‘Number Test 21 and 28’. *Green group complete this too. 


Literacy 
1. Daily English (1 each day, Mon-Thurs);
2. Literacy: I will outline a potential series of lessons for this week.
