Below, I have outlined some activities for this week. Please follow this guidance carefully and complete as many activities as you can. You will find hard copies of most of the work in your learning pack for this week, however you will still need to use our class page to access the relevant PowerPoints. Some of the  activities will also be available for you to complete on Seesaw.  

Numeracy  
1. Complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday-Thursday);
2. Decimals; We are starting a brand new topic this week- decimals. Please stick the information sheets into your Maths Facts to Learn Book and use these to support your work on decimals throughout the week.
· Lesson 1: Follow the ‘Beginning Decimals’ PowerPoint on our school’s website. Please watch the video linked on slide 6. Then, complete pages 1-9 in your Beginning Decimals Booklet (a copy of this can be found in your learning pack).  After this, complete the Seesaw activity, ‘Representing Tenths’. 
· Lesson  2: Complete the Seesaw Activity, ‘Decimals on a number line’. After this, follow the ‘Ordering & Rounding Decimals’ ppt. Then, complete pages 10-12 in your Decimals booklet. Record your answers to pages 12 and 14 in your Maths Classwork Book. Complete NHM5 textbook pages 62+63. 
· Lesson 3:. Complete pages 13-16 in your booklet. 
· Lesson 4: Complete NHM5 textbook pages 64-66 (Answers scanned for parents). 


Literacy 
1. Daily English (Days 67-70);
2. Literacy: I will outline a potential series of lessons for this week. 
· Lesson 1: Grammar:  Follow the PowerPoint on ‘Homophones’. Then, stick the information sheets into your English Fact to Learn Book. Complete the sheets called, ‘Homophones 1’ and ‘Homophones 2’ and stick these into your English FTL book. After this, complete the grammar worksheets titled, ‘’Homophones’ or Same Sound, Different Meaning’. Record your answers in your English Classwork Book.  
· Lesson 2: Comprehension: We are all spending a lot of time at home at the moment. Although most of you are missing school, it is very clear that you also enjoy being at home, surrounded by the things and people that you love. Please read, ‘All the Places to Love’ (Unit 11) and complete the first four sections: “Comprehension’, ‘Study Skills’, ‘Word Study’ and ‘Rhyming Words’. 
· Lesson 3: Complete the next two sections of Unit 11: ‘Language Study’ and ‘Writing Workshop’. Then, complete the worksheet entitled, ‘It’s raining cats and dogs!’ If you can, send me a photograph of the place that you love!
· Lesson 4:Guided Reading / Writing:  Complete the ‘Write a Letter’ activity sheet. 
*Monkeys: Please complete your spelling activity sheets instead of one of this week’s Literacy lessons. 

3. Spellings: Learn the spellings in the third column this week. Use a dictionary to look up any words that you don’t understand.
