Below, I have outlined some activities for this week. Please follow this guidance carefully and complete as many activities as you can. You will find hard copies of most of the work in your learning pack for this week, however you will still need to use our class page to access the relevant PowerPoints. Some of the  activities will also be available for you to complete on Seesaw.  

Numeracy  
1. Complete one set of Mental Maths per day (Monday-Thursday);
2. Symmetry; Last week, we looked at 2D shapes and their properties. You will need to use your knowledge of 2D shapes to complete some of this week’s Numeracy activities, which focus on symmetry. 
· Lesson 1: Follow the ‘Symmetry’ PowerPoint on our school’s website. Please watch the videos linked on slides 3 and 7. Read the symmetry fact sheets found in your home learning pack and stick these into your Maths Facts to Learn book. After this, complete the ‘Symmetry Quiz” PowerPoint. Then, complete pages 1-9 in your Symmetry Booklet (a copy of this can be found in your learning pack).  
· Lesson  2: Complete the ‘2D Shape Properties’ activity on Seesaw. Then, complete pages 10-12 in your Symmetry Booklet. Record the answers in your Maths Classwork Book.  
· Lesson 3: Complete NHM5 textbook pages 107 +108. (Green group = NHM4, p. 110 +111). 

3. Place Value: Please ensure you have completed NHM5 textbook pages 8-10. Then, complete Check ups 1,2, 3 +4  in your NHM5 Assessment Booklet. Answers scanned for parents. 
(Green group - complete NHM4 textbook pages 83+84 to revise calendar dates). 
4. Problem Solving: Complete the Seesaw activity entitled, ‘Problem solving – can you find the value of the shapes?’  

Literacy 
1. Daily English (Days 69-72);
2. Literacy: I will outline a potential series of lessons for this week. 
· Lesson 1: Grammar:  Follow the PowerPoint on ‘Speech Marks’. Then, complete the grammar worksheet titled, ‘Quotation Marks’. 
· Lesson 2: Guided Reading: Use your reading book to complete the worksheet called, ‘Prose to Playscript!’. Last term, we studied a number of playscripts and their features. You had started to write your own playscripts. Use the ‘Features of a Play Script’ poster to refresh your memory. *Remember- only include the words that would appear inside speech marks but do not include the speech marks!
Monkeys – You have a ‘Character Profile’ sheet to complete instead. 
· Lesson 3: Comprehension:  Read ‘The Lost Gardens’ and answer the questions on the following page. You will find a copy of this in your learning pack. Record your answers in your English Classwork Book. Remember to answer in full sentences! 
*Enormous Crocodiles – your comprehension is called ‘ In the Rue Bel Tesoro’. Read the playscript and answer the questions on the following page, in full sentences. Record your answers in your English Classwork Book. 
· Lesson 4:Writing:  Think about how yesterday’s story, The Lost Gardens, might develop. In your writing book, write the next scene of the play. 
*Enormous Crocodiles – Write scene 3 of ‘In the Rue Bel Tesoro’. Include Fran, Sasha and Omar and add two other characters that might get on the train. Think about what happens next. 
· *Monkeys: Please complete your spelling activity sheets instead of one of this week’s Literacy lessons. 

3. Spellings: Learn the spellings in the second column this week. Use a dictionary to look up any words that you don’t understand.
