You have to work out what each small division is worth first! REMEMBER 1000g = 1kg, 1250g = 11/4kg, 1500g = 11/2kg, 1750g = 13/4kg. (Parents to mark – no answers needed very straightforward!) 
3. Complete the next 6.5 pages on reading scales. Make sure you understand how to read these scales – ask parents if not sure! CHECK – are the divisions going up in 10s, 20s, 50s etc! (Parents to mark – no answers needed very straightforward!)
4. Complete PUPIL SHEETS 59, 60, 61. CHECK – Read the questions carefully – you may be asked to record you answers in g, kg and g or to the nearest! (Parents can mark – I will scan answers and parents to go over any areas of misunderstanding. Pupils to do corrections)
5. Complete NHM Textbook Page 95. Some practical work for parents to prepare, if possible! (I will scan answers)
6. Complete NHM Textbook Page 96. You need to know how to convert between 
g-kg and vice-versa! REMEMBER 9/1Okg would be 900g (1000 divided by 10, x 9 = 900) 54/10kg = 5400g (Parents can mark – I will scan answers and parents to go over any areas of misunderstanding. Pupils to do corrections)
7. Pupils can complete the remaining worksheets from The Primary 6 Maths Booklet on Weight starting at Recipes Galore. There are 4 pages in total. DO NOT go further, thanks. (Parents to mark – no answers provided here)
