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Syllables

A syllable is a part of a word that contains a
vowel (‘a’, ‘e’, ‘I, ‘0" and ‘u’) or 'y’. Breaking
down long words into syllables makes it easier to
spell them. The table below gives some examples.

politician pol-it—i—cian
