Maths
Please do one set of Mental Maths per day Monday to Thursday starting at page 48.
TOPIC 1.  CO-ORDINATES
This was introduced last week by a substitute teacher.  Access www.primaryresources.co.uk Go to Maths, then Measures, Shape and Space and then click on Position and Direction.
Click on the Co-ordinates PowerPoint by Rebecca Shields and Kelly Pearsons (you may wish to access other co-ordinate resources here!)
Independent work
1. In the Maths Worksheets poly pocket find coloured sheets pages 17, 18 and 19 (Position Fixing) and complete in Maths Classwork book.
2. Complete Worksheets 7 and 8 on position fixing and co-ordinates.  Some of you did some of this last week.
3. In your Primary 6 Maths Booklet (new booklet in your pack – you will find 9 pages on co-ordinates.  Do them all, if possible.  Complete most of these in the booklet.  For the ‘Make an Alien Mask’ (which is fun) you will need to use a double page in your squared books.  Enjoy!
Parents will need to check and mark this work, if possible.

TOPIC 2 TIME
1. Revise 12-hour time and turn to Primary 6 Maths Booklet – complete page 1 titled ‘Assignment 26 – Time 3 and the next 4 pages, all on 12 hour time.  Complete in the booklet except for the last one Sports Day as you will not have enough space so use your Maths Classwork book! (Please ask parents to check your work.)
2.  Access www.primaryresources.co.uk Go to Maths, then Measures, Shape and Space and then click on Time.  Do the Time Quiz (PowerPoint by Judith Fudger) as these are facts that you should know!  The Time Facts PowerPoint by Alison Davies gives you the answers – the facts you need to know.
3. Ask a parent (if possible) to teach you 24-hour time.  Remember 24-hour time always has 4 digits and never use am or pm.  With 12-hour time you must use am or pm.

· To get you outside if it is dry.
If you have a grass area:
Measure the area of one of your grass spaces.  Now calculate how many blades of grass would be in this area.  With permission of your parents, why not contact one or two of your friends by phone/facetime/ skype and discuss how you would undertake this investigation.  There is no correct answer, but the important issue is how you would undertake the investigation.  Does your partner have the same number of blades of grass per square metre?  If not, why not? Record your answers.
