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The following is a brief overview of the main areas of study that your child will be following in their Primary 2 year.

LITERACY
Reading
Independent - the child will read the text independently making use of picture cues, phonics, word patterns and context. On arrival each morning from class library, during ‘what can I do now?’ time, timetables school library. Books related to TWAU topic (me and my senses sept/oct)
Modelled - Teacher or parent reads to the child using expression to aid understanding and enjoyment eg. Topic work, core stories, pupil choice from class library
Shared - using a variety of books, including Big books, teachers and pupils will read together, discuss and share ideas.
Talking and Listening 
Knowledge, understanding and skills in:
· Attention, listening and responding
· Phonological awareness – responding to steady beat, identifying syllables, words, rhymes and sounds in words (RWInc)
· Social use of language
· Language and thinking
Writing
· Writing using Fred Fingers (Read Write Inc) and ‘Get Writing!’ books
· Control of writing tools to correct letter formation, size, spacing (handwriting booklets)

NUMERACY
These concepts and skills are developed through play, practical activities and games and investigations
Number: Counting in 1s/2s within 20 and 10s within 50, ordering, recognition of numerals up to 20, addition and subtraction up to 20, number before and after, patterns, understanding money up to 20p
Measure: length, weight, capacity and time 
Shape and Space
Handling Data/Sorting

PLAY BASED LEARNING
Play-based learning is central to the Foundation Stage, allowing children to explore, experiment, and develop key skills in a fun and meaningful way. Through structured and self-initiated play, children build confidence, creativity, and a deeper understanding of the world around them.
Children will have Indoor play or outdoor play daily. We also make use of our school Sensory room. 
PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT AND MUTUAL UNDERSTANDING (PDMU)

Children will explore:
· themselves and their personal attributes;

PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT AND MOVEMENT (PE)
Developing Fundamental Movement skills – Athletics, Dance, Games, Gymnastics
THE ARTS
Art & Design: Children express ideas through drawing, painting, and model-making, building creativity and fine motor skills.
Music: Pupils explore sound, rhythm, and singing to develop listening and performance skills.
Drama: Role-play and storytelling help children build confidence, imagination, and emotional awareness.
RE
Listen to Bible stories
Talk about celebrations eg Easter, Christmas
ICT  
Developing children’s ICT skills to support learning in all areas of the curriculum and to encourage them to solve problems, pose questions and be creative in using digital technology.

THINKING SKILLS AND PERSONAL CAPABILITIES
Thinking, Problem-Solving and Decision-Making: Children learn to sequence, compare, predict, and justify ideas and outcomes.
Self-Management: They begin to set personal goals, manage behaviour, and reflect on their learning.
Working with Others: Pupils develop cooperation, turn-taking, and respect for others’ views.
Managing Information: They learn to ask questions, plan tasks, and organize information.
Being Creative: Children are encouraged to explore ideas, take risks, and value imaginative thinking.
