8. New Topic
In March we will be starting our new topic ‘houses and homes’. Think about your own house and answer these questions...
– What sort of home do you live in? – What do you miss most when you are away? – What do people do in homes? – Why are homes important? – Does everyone have a home? – Can you have more than one home? – How does being at home make you feel? – What is good/not good about homes? – When might I need a new home?
Then head on a walk around your village/street and see how many different houses you can spot. Here are some questions to think of...
Is it attached to another house, or does it sit on its own? Does it have a garden? How many windows are there? Does it look new or old? Does the house have any animals around it?
Now draw a photo of your own house, or your dream house! You can bring this into school for a show and tell. Make it as detailed as you can.
